Recommendations for Flu Gaps in

Care

Late or missing flu vaccines are the most

common reasons for non-compliance with the

HEDIS Childhood Immunization Status measure.

Some solutions to improve member outcomes

and HEDIS rates are:

e Begin offering flu vaccine as soon asiit is
available.

o Offer vaccines to siblings that may be present
at appointment.

o Consider a service that can call, text, or email
reminders when patients are due for
vaccinations.

e Setup a separate nurse-only schedule to
administer vaccines.

o Consider offering after-hour appointments or
weekend clinics during flu season.

e Follow up with children who need two or more
doses of a vaccine who do not have an
appointment scheduled.

e Continue to recommend and offer flu vaccine
even if parent/guardian has declined in the
past.

o Consider participation in the VFC program to
potentially increase immunization coverage
and vaccine availability.
